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Nonalcoholic Steatohepatitis
(NASH)

What is nonalcoholic steatohepatitis (NASH)?

NASH is a liver disease characterized by fat deposits, inflammation
and tissue damage.’

Who is affected by NASH and how prevalent is it?

NASH resembles alcoholic liver disease, but occurs in people who drink little to
no alcohol and even in children.’

The prevalence of NASH is increasing rapidly in parallel with that of Type 2
diabetes and obesity.*?

Risk Factors for NASH?3
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How does NASH progress?

e Disease progression of NASH can take years and some patients may not
progress at all.”

e NASH progression leads to the accumulation of scarring, or fibrosis, in the
liver.*> As fibrosis worsens, cirrhosis develops and the liver becomes
permanently damaged and is no longer able to work properly.®

e Beyond fibrosis and cirrhosis, NASH may progress to hepatocellular carcinoma
and liver failure.?
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Symptoms

e NASH generally has few or no symptoms.”

e Patients generally feel well in the early stages and only begin to have
symptoms— such as fatigue, weight loss and weakness—once the disease is
more advanced or cirrhosis develops.'

e A person with cirrhosis experiences fluid retention, muscle wasting, bleeding
from the intestines and liver failure.’

Diagnosis & Treatment

e NASH is usually first suspected after elevations of liver enzymes in routine
blood tests are found. A liver biopsy is needed to distinguish NASH from
simple fatty liver.’

e Liver biopsies are an invasive procedure where a needle is inserted
through the skin to remove a small piece of the liver.
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e There are not currently any approved treatment options for NASH.

e Lifestyle changes are encouraged for patients with NASH, including:’

e Reduce body weight
(if obese or overweight)

e Follow a balanced diet
e Increase physical activity
e Avoid alcohol

e Weight loss can improve liver tests in patients with NASH and may reverse
the disease to some extent.’
